Main Duties

general health and wellbeing needs.

e To be aware of any special educational needs (SEN) or disability a child may have, and work
with other staff as appropriate to ensure each child’s individual needs are known and met.



e Collaborate with the Nursery Manager to ensure the welfare and safety of all children,
acting promptly and appropriately on any child protection concerns in line with
safeguarding protocols.

e To help set up for the daily programme and tidy away at the end of the session.
